How to Enter 
The competition is open to all ages and backgrounds. No prior design, planning or architectural 
experience is required.  To apply:

2. Submit the following to designcompetition@thinkbigsacramento.org: 

 Entry form 

 One-page project description (maximum 500 words) that  
 details your concept (must be less than 2000 – 3500 square feet)  
 explains why your idea should be incorporated into the complex  

 Illustrations (on up to 2 additional pages) are encouraged, but not required 
 
The deadline to apply is 5:00pm on Friday August 26, 2011.   
 
Selection Criteria 
A panel of celebrity judges will evaluate submissions based on the following criteria 

 Feasibility and Viability.  Is your concept capable of being implemented? 

 Design and Creativity.  Is your concept reflect a high standard of quality and creativity? 

 Regional Pride.  Does your concept capture a spirit of regionalism? 

 Sustainability.  Does your design incorporate eco-friendly principles?

Judges will announce the top three finalists the week of September 5th as part of Think BIG’s
